A good excuse to visit Braidwood

Braidwood'’s wonderful main street collection of well kept 19th century buildings
should be enough reason to visit the village any time of the year, but if you are an
antique or bookshop junky, well, there you are, you have another good excuse.

Tweedie and Weston Antiques has the fortune of being snuggled up in the Old
Post Office which dates from the 1840s and housed Braidwood’s first Postmaster and
Dispensary. The corner they occupy (cnr Wallace and Mackellar sts) was built by
Hendricks and Jacobs as the Victoria Store and was then extended in the 1860s by an
earlier Tweedie and Weston. Walk through the door

of today’s business and one is greeted by a varied

range of tables, lamps, parianware and well selected

etchings, oils and watercolours. Of special interest is a

series of the original paintings for the Charles Griggs’

saucy British seaside postcards from the 50s. Especially

intriguing is a beautiful porcelain figure of a Lady

Jester (pictured), potted by Doulton and Co,

numbered HN1284. This figure was made between

1928 and 1938 when it was withdrawn. They are

particularly rare and very valuable. The quizzical look

on her face and the colours of the figure make this a

wonderful piece (ph: 4842 1778).

When you have had your fill, walk a little further up

the street to the largest collection of secondhand

books in Braidwood. The Grapevine Café houses the Winchbooks collection of
10,000 volumes. Australian fiction, history, biography and a special selection of local
authors’ work surround the popular café tables. If you're a movie buff, there’s a
great selection of showtime history. And, yes, you may borrow a volume — perhaps
philosophy, biography or gardening - to look through while you are drinking your
coffee (ph: 4842 2125).

It's just a taste to wet your appetite. Come back again in November for Music at the
Creek (Nov 11-13) and the annual Airing of the Quilts Festival (Nov 26-27). And,
as they say in Braidwood, when you have visited, you just won’t want to leave.
